Transition Arrangements

Intent

The intent of this notice is to provide direction on the transition arrangements following
implementation of the improved WaterMark Certification Scheme (Scheme) on

1 August 2017.
This notice details arrangements for stakeholders of the Scheme during the transition

from a two level scheme, based on the requirements of systems 1b and 5 of ISO/IEC
Guide 67, to a single level scheme based on ISO/IEC 17067.

Within 3 years of implementation of improved Scheme, all WaterMark Level 2
products shall be re-certified in accordance with the requirements of the single level
Scheme

Within 5 years of implementation of the improved Scheme, all WaterMark Level 1
products shall be re-certified in accordance with the requirements of the single level
Scheme.
