1. food service industry, 

2. commercial activity, 

3. manufacturing, 

4. trade or industrial processes.

The main objectives of trade waste are to:

1. protect the health and safety of people working in the system

2. protect the sewerage system

3. protect the treatment works

4. minimise environmental impacts 

5. maximise opportunities for reuse of waste water and biosolids
